Student Involvement Representative Fee (SIRF)

term fee assessed to each CSU student, on a voluntary basis, allowing the choice to opt-out each semester.

Tuition Payment Plans

The Basic Tuition & Fee Installment Plan can only be submitted online via the my.SDSU Financial Account Tile. An initial payment of $1274.00
must be submitted in addition to the $60.00 Installment Plan Service Charge. The remaining balance will be split into four equal payments due
September 20, October 20, and November 20, 2023.

The Non-Resident Tuition Installment Plan requires an initial payment of your full basic tuition and fees (your student level listed in the table
above). Your remaining non-resident tuition will be split into 3 equal installments including a service charge totaling 10%. Each installment will be
due on September 20, October 20, and November 20, 2023.
